Infractions of the honor policy will
adversely affect a student’s grade by
awarding “zero” credit.

In addition, the first offense will result in a
warning and a phone call to parents; the second
offense will be reported on college applications
and may result in disciplinary action and/or
dismissal from select academic programs.
